Legacy for All Users )

A Represents the largest transportation investment in the
history of the United States!

A Guaranteed $244.1 billion in funding for highways,
highway safety, and public transportation

A The act also retains the Federal-Ai d Hi ghway P
core projects: The Surface Transportation Program
(STP), the National Highway System (NHS), Interstate
Maintenance Program, Bridge Program, and Congestion
Mitigation and Air Quality Program, but adds one
additional program, the Highway Safety Improvement
Program (HSIP)
